Meeting Date: April 19, 2011 – 9:00 AM – Manchester WWTP

Discussions:   (Note to the Committee: underlined items are action items)
· Minutes from last meeting were sent out previous and approved via email.  Members voted to accept the minutes as submitted.
· Current minutes and a few past minutes are to be sent to Gerri to update the safety website.
· Discussed New England Water Works Association schedule.  The loader training class has to be preceded by the excavation class.  Both are two-day classes at a cost of $330 and are currently held in Holliston, MA.  This training could be brought to the Franklin Training Center, but we’d have to get a backhoe and loader donated for the day.  This idea will be put on hold, but a link to the NEWWA website training courses will be provided on the safety webpage.
· We reviewed the listing of other safety training courses and this will be provided on the safety webpage.  The Committee will also put a link to the NH Waterworks training that is coordinated by Chip Mackay at the NHDES.  We will also review the Granite State Rural Water Association offerings and post on the website if pertinent.
· Rick called Dave Paris (current President of NEWWA).  He provided the safety contact for the organization.  Logistics would be difficult to move forward on the Susan B. Harwood Grant to get high-speed internet to the FTC.  There are several layers of red tape that would need to be overcome before a grant could even be submitted.  Due to time and other priorities, this task is considered closed.
· Chris will contact the Franklin plant or the NHDOT to get the safety checklist from NHDOT.
· Rick will send out links to OSHA, Keene State College and other safety training organizations that he picked up at the SCHNNE annual conference in Portsmouth.  Rick informed the group that most of the organizations are trying to integrate more online training with the scheduled classroom training.  The trend is for less people to attend the classes and more to do online training.
· Roxanne is available for safety tours to five plants on either May 9th or 10th or the week of May 23rd.  Joel will contact Roxanne directly to set up the tours.
NEW BUSINESS -

· Discussed the poor response to the template idea for plants to have a starting point.  It was also thought that it might be a good idea to get a general safety manual online where small plants can type in their site-specific information and also make some minor changes to the provided text.
· Tim had asked if there was a “Lessons Learned” or an “Accident of the Month” topic that was being shared with membership.  We discussed “Near Misses” and then talked about who at the State gets the plant’s accident reports.
· Rick got a copy of the Employer’s First Report of Occupational Injury or Disease (Form 8WC) for review.  The question was weather or not we could get the statistical injury information.  Rick will call and ask for a query of the Manchester data base to see if it can be broken down to only the WWTP rather than all the City departments as the City comes under one “Employer’s Federal ID” Number.
· The next meeting is scheduled for June 14, 2011 at 9:00 AM at the Manchester WWTP.
