Protocol for Borrowing Videos from the New Hampshire Safety Council

(Remember, currently all videos are VHS cassettes)

· Go to the website link of www.shcnne.org.

· Click on the above link for videos.  Check out the category of videos available.

· Go to the website to see an actual listing of videos available by title.

· Two videos will be sent at a time.  Please list at least six videos in order of priority

as the most popular videos are usually out on rental.

· Email this list to both Tom Neforas at tneforas@onconcord.com, or to Rick Cantu at

rcantu@manchesternh.gov.  Provide your mailing address in the email.

They will call the Safety Council and have two of the available videos sent to your

wastewater plant.  Please send a follow up email when you receive the videos.

· You will have two weeks to view the videos and you must mail them back at your cost. As the NHWPCA has only one membership, we will only be allowed to have two sets of videos out on loan at a time.  It is your responsibility for the video care and to assure the video is returned back to the safety council on time.  If the video is damaged or lost, your plant will be responsible for the reimbursement costs to the Safety Council.  There is a plan to post any large waiting list on the web page so your plant can determine if you still want to submit the request.

·  All videos will be loaned to the plants on a first come/first served basis.  It may be awhile before your videos are sent depending on the demand.  The safety committee will send you an email with the expected time of arrival of your videos.
