NHWPCA Safety Committee – Meeting Minutes
Meeting Date: FEBRUARY 2, 2010 – 9:00 AM – Manchester WWTP

Present – Patty Passariello (Chair), Roxanne Chomas, Chris Hipkiss, Gerry Curran, Ray Vermette and Rick Cantu (Secretary).  Absent – Jim Lavalley, Deborah Mahoney, Tom Neforas and JoAnn Bennett
Discussions:   (Note to the Committee: underlined items are action items)
· Minutes from last meeting were sent out, reviewed by the members and commented upon.  The committee accepted the minutes as mailed.  Two sets of meeting minutes made it into the current E-News.
· Ray Vermette did a presentation at the winter meeting as planned.  

· Tom Neforas sent an email indicating that he would write a safety article in the following collector (not the next one to go out, but the one after that).
· Rick Cantu did write the summary of the OSHA Bill in Congress and also indicated that he would provide a bulleted list of items that the National Safety Council (NSC) provides with a membership for a future E-News.

· Gerry Curran received an updated membership list and she has reviewed it.   Gerry will contact current committee members to see if there is a better date or time for holding the meeting to assure increased attendance to the meetings by all members.
· Coordination of the Franklin Training Center (FTC) safety training is a collaborative effort between both the NHDES and Safety Committee.   The Committee has agreed to continue to provide training topics to Mary Jane Meir to meet the deadlines as outlined in current emails.  The deadlines are January 15th and July 15th for the needed information.  The Committee agreed to have CPR/AED/First Aid as an ongoing yearly offering as this was the safety survey’s top requested training.  The committee will provide up to three training sessions by mid December to Mary Jane and await a preference by January 1st.  The Committee will then provide the information on the topic, the instructor and the class description as requested.  This information will be provided by January 15th or July 15th deadline of each year.
· The Safety Committee had a $2,500 for training and use last year. The current year’s budget has not been finalized.   NHDES needs to cover for overhead costs at FTC.  NHDES would like a safety class in the spring and fall, but not the same class.  The Committee subsidized the crane class last year.  The Committee is not opposed to also supporting a training class this year.  
· The Committee agreed to subsidize a CPR/AED/First Aid (CAFA) class per year to offset some of the students’ costs.  The Committee will continue to find the best price for the classes that we recommend.  Chris will check with Red Cross for their CAFA rate and Rick will check with SCHNNE.  One CPR/AED a year will be set by the committee.  The Committee thought it would be a good idea to hold the CAFA training in Concord and other cities throughout NH to allow better access to membership.  
· Chris will send out a solicitation for near misses via the e-news and also the collector.

· The Committee discussed what tasks to tackle this year.  The list of items from the December meeting was reviewed.  It is currently too late to propose a class for this spring’s training session.   Rick will check with SHCNNE and Chris with the Red Cross to see if it is cheaper to have 24 people with two instructors scheduled for training as opposed to 12 individuals for one session.  The Committee will continue the efforts for the classes, near miss articles and solicitation of material from the membership.
NEW BUSINESS -

· Gerry asked if Rick would be willing to do a presentation at one of the quarterly meetings for about 15 minutes on the benefits of the NSC.  Rick agreed that he could do this.  Gerry further asked if Rick could develop a one-hour classroom session regarding the implementation of the NSC’s safety training material into a Safety Program. using the NSC to develop in-house training.   Rick also said this could be done.  Gerry will check with the Board and Mary Jane on particulars for awarding CEUs for this training.
· Rick discussed that he was preparing a training session on “Pitfalls When Selecting a New Clarifier.”  He would be willing to make an hour presentation at one of the training sessions.  Rick will send Gerry the abstract regarding the topic and Gerry will discuss with the Board.
· Rick will call SHCNNE to see about booth exchange, find out about the costs for CPR training, and to see about the reciprocal booth at our Trade Fair and the SHCNNE Annual Conference.
· The previous budget was $2,500.00 and that is the expectation for the current budget.    There were questions on how the budget was used to subsidize the crane training and how the monies were paid out.  It was believed that the NHWPCA Safety Committee gave a check to SHCNNE for the crane class, but is unsure if the funds that went to the NHDES were used to reimburse some of the subsidy.  Chris said that once monies are given to the NHDES accounts, it is hard to get partial withdrawals on third party reimbursements.  The committee needs to understand how the budget subsidy of a safety class if paid to the vendor, how the overhead is paid to the NHDES and how the NHWPCA Safety Committee line item gets reimbursement.  Gerry or Rick will ask about this specific budget question at the NHWPCA meeting on February 11th meeting.  The Committee needs to work out the specifics on the billing.  The NHWPCA needs to coordinate with the NHDES to see how to work out financial payment/billings when subsidizing classes.  The Committee should also find out from the NHDES how much the overhead costs are for the Franklin Training Center.  The Safety Committee may need to pay a check to the NHDES, pay a check to the vendor, and then take in the check from the attendees.

· Next meeting is scheduled for April 6, 2010.  The meeting will be held at the Manchester WWTP unless otherwise scheduled.
