Directors’ Meeting Minutes

May 13, 2010 – 9 a.m.

Concord WWTF, Hall Street

1. Previous Meeting Minutes:  Review and acceptance postponed as minutes were not available

2. Current Business:

Legislative Breakfast Follow-up:  It was reported that Mike Sullivan has prepared an article for NEWEA and The Collector, recapping the event.  The Association will be filing for 50% reimbursement from NEWEA.  The general overall assessment of the Legislative Breakfast was that it went well and that there was quite a bit of active discussion.

Trade Fair Follow-up:  It was agreed that the Trade Fair went well.  John Adie indicated that he had a couple of vendors who expressed disappointment in the “night life” in the Laconia area.  The low cost of the facility was pointed out as a significant factor in our using The Margate.  It was agreed that we may look at other locations to see if a reasonable alternative exists for future Trade Fair events.

Discover Wildlife NH Day Follow-up:  Although the weather was cold, Wildlife NH Day went well.  As usual, the giveaway of rod and reel combinations was a popular feature.

Scholarship Award:  John Adie announced that the $1,000 scholarship has been given to Kristen Peterson, who intends to pursue an environmental education.  Her submittal stood out well above the others.  There was some discussion on possibly inviting her to the fall or winter meeting to receive recognition for the award, but no action was taken.

Purchase of Computer for “The Collector”:  After considerable discussion, it was voted that a laptop computer in value up to $500 could be purchased for use in preparing The Collector.  The concept for funding that purchase was that the funds would come from the SEP Fund, although the way to transfer those funds was not finalized.

Summer Outing:  The summer outing will be held on June 25 and will be a TexMex theme.  Nancy reported that the Activities Committee recently had a meeting and everything seems to be well under control.

Fall Meeting:  Tentative fall meeting dates were set for September 16-17 or 23-24.  Jaffrey was identified as a possible location.  Ed Rushbrook will follow up with Doug Starr and/or Randy Heglin to see if they would be receptive.

Other Current Business:  NEWEA  State Director Ray Vermette reminded everyone that we should be looking for Operator Exchange candidates.  In addition, it was noted that we have a candidate for the Peloquin Award but we need to have a nominee for the Operator of the Year Award.  Everyone should be thinking of potential candidates.

3. Committee Reports:


Activities:  Nancy Lessieur:  See previous report on Summer Outing.


Communications – Kristen Noel:  Kristen was ill and not able to attend the meeting.  Hunter Bennett Daggett indicated that there were no urgent issues to be addressed.


Education – Kevin MacLean:  Kevin indicated that he was informed that the Safety Committee needs to come up with an educational session for the fall training program at Franklin.


Legislative & Regulatory Affairs – John Adie:  John indicated that there were no pressing issues legislatively that would affect WWTFs.  The subject of Senate Bill 128 came up; however, there was no information to report on its status relative to SB2 towns being able to hold special town meetings without court approval.


Membership – Dave Lovely:  Dave was not present at the meeting.


Newsletter – Nancy Lessieur:  Nancy reported that The Collector needs articles.  The deadline for the next issue is within the next few weeks and the goal is to get The Collector out before the Summer Outing.


Safety – Gerry Curran:  Gerry will be working on a class for Franklin Training Center for the fall session.  In addition, Gerry reported that the public works memorial site has been selected.  He is working with Peter Goodwin as NHWPCA representatives.  The goal is to have a design competition application for next spring for competitive design of the memorial.


Scholarship – John Adie:  See previous report.


Ops Challenge – Sean Greig:  Sean reported on the Team’s participation in the Atlantic City “warm-up”.  Sean indicated that they took at least a third place in the process event and are looking forward to the competition in Ogunquit in June.  Sean asked Nancy for distribution of $50 per person for the team for the Ogunquit event for expenses.  It looks like there will be two teams from Massachusetts this year in the competition.

4. New Business:

Winter Meeting:  We need to identify a location for the winter meeting.  One possible candidate was Dover, which will be installing turbo blowers and has a UV facility to be viewed.  Kevin also offered Hanover as a candidate, which will also have new turbo blowers and several recent upgrades that would be of interest.

Golf Tournament:  The tournament was briefly discussed.  The date set is August 12.  The possibility of having Fred McNeill attend the next meeting to go over details was discussed.

Operator Exchange Program:  Mention was made of the fact that the expenses for Kristen Noel’s participation in the Operator Exchange Program with Connecticut were not covered by Connecticut.  Ed Rushbrook offered to contact Arnie Bevins to follow up as the guidelines for operator exchanges are that the host state is to pay for meals and lodging for the visiting operator exchange candidate.

The next meeting will be held Thursday, June 3, at 9 a.m. at the Concord Hall Street facility.
