National Clean Water Week is celebrated every year in June to remind everyone of the importance of protecting our water resources.  Members of the NHWPCA dedicate their careers to keeping our waters clean in NH by operating wastewater treatment plants which help to eliminate pollution in our rivers, lakes, and streams.  To help them spread the word about the need to keep our waters clean and unpolluted, we are inviting students to create a poster for the Association’s 2009 Clean Water Week contest.

Who can enter?  Students in grades 3-5 and 6-8 attending any NH school.

Please submit only ONE poster per grade group from each school.  Posters will be judged separately for each of the grade groups and prizes will be awarded in each category.

When are the entries due?  All entries must be postmarked by December 23, 2008.  Prizewinners will be contacted by telephone in early March and prizes will be awarded in person at the Annual Association meeting on in mid April.

Entry Requirements:

· Poster must reflect the theme and address how to keep NH waters clean and prevent pollution

· Poster size shall be limited to a maximum of 24” x 36”, landscape format

· Use crayons, markers, pencils, collage, fabric, etc.

· Flat surface only to make reproduction possible if it is chosen as a winner


What needs to be written on the back of the poster?  Please be sure to include the following information on the back of the poster submitted:

· Artist’s first and last names, age, and grade

· Artist’s home address and phone number

· Teacher’s name and e-mail address, school name and phone number

Unfortunately, posters cannot be returned to the artist due to the large number of entries.
